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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the English proficiency of the
first-year students on four skills: reading, semi-writing, semi-speaking, and
vocabulary; and 2) to compare the level of English proficiency among the first-year
students with various background in terms of age, faculty, educational qualification,
and Institution type.

The population was the first-year students enrolled in the first semester of the
academic year 2007 at Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University (MCU). 1,336
students were randomly selected as samples using stratified sampling technique. The
samples consisted of 280 students from MCU, 436 students from MCU’s campuses,
320 students from MCU’s colleges, and 300 students from MCU’s classrooms. Most
of the samples were Buddhist monks (93%), the others were laypersons (7%). For
data collection, the test of English proficiency was administered to the samples within
the first three weeks of the semester 1/2007 using the English Proficiency Test
developed in this research study. The statistics used to analyze data were mean, SD,
max., min., skewness, kurtosis, t-test, and ANOVA.

The results were summarized as follows:

1. In general, students’ English proficiency on reading, semi-writing, semi-

speaking, and vocabulary was low.



2. English proficiency of students with different background was the
followings:

2.1 Students with different ages did not show the significant differences of
English proficiency.

2.2 Students of different faculties had significant differences of English
proficiency at the 0.01 level. Students of Buddhism gained higher mean scores
than those of Education and Social Sciences. Humanities students also received
higher mean scores than those of Education and Social Sciences.

2.3 Students with different educational qualifications showed significant
differences of English proficiency at the 0.05 level. Students who had certificate
of upper secondary school (Matthayomsuksa 6) obtained higher mean scores than
those who had equivalent certificate of upper secondary school.

2.4 Students who graduated from different types of institution also
showed significant differences of English proficiency at the 0.01 level. Students
who graduated from secondary schools and vocational schools received higher
mean scores than those who graduated from non-formal education centers (ko so
no). In addition, students who graduated from MCU with the certificate for
Sangha Administration gained higher mean scores than those who graduated from

the non-formal education centers.
