Trai Phum Phra Ruang, one of the most influential texts in Thai Buddhist intellectual
history, has conventionally been interpreted as a cosmological account of the universe and
the cycle of rebirth. This article argues, however, that beyond its cosmological descriptions,
the text articulates a coherent ethical vision grounded in the Buddhist path to liberation.
Rather than functioning merely as a depiction of the three worlds—Kamavacara, Rupavacara,
and Arupavacara—Trai Phum Phra Ruang is examined as a moral and pedagogical framework
aimed at ethical cultivation and liberation from samsara. By reinterpreting Buddhist cosmology
as symbolic and normative, this study emphasizes the central role of karma, moral causality,
and spiritual development in shaping a Buddhist ethics of liberation. It further contends that
Trai Phum Phra Ruang retains contemporary relevance as an ethical map guiding human

conduct, rather than as a literal cosmological model.
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
