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THE IMPACT OF TECHNOLOGY ON THE CULTURE AND TRADITIONS OF NEW YEAR CELEBRATIONS
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ABSTRACT

This article examines the impact of technology on the culture and traditions of New
Year celebrations. It aims to (1) explore and analyze the effects of technology on preserving
traditional customs, and (2) propose guidelines for the mindful use of technology to maintain
a balance between technological change and cultural values. This research employs a
mixed-methods approach, integrating both quantitative and qualitative research methods.
Questionnaires were used to survey participants in New Year celebration activities regarding
their technology usage, and experts were interviewed. Additionally, cultural documents and
reports on technology use in New Year celebrations were studied. Statistical analysis was
conducted on the quantitative survey data to identify relationships and trends, while content
analysis was applied to the qualitative data from interviews and document analysis. The
research findings indicate that:

1) technology has both positive impacts, such as connecting people from around the
world and increasing the efficiency of event organization, and negative impacts, such as
diminishing traditional authenticity and over-reliance on technology.

(2) the mindful use of technology, the integration of technology and tradition, and
creating a balance in technology usage are key approaches to preserving culture and

traditions in the digital age.
