ABSTRACT

In today's rapidly changing and uncertain world, commonly referred to as the VUCA
World (Volatility, Uncertainty, Complexity, Ambiguity), citizens need effective frameworks and
tools to adapt and navigate challenges with mindfulness and wisdom. This article explores
the role of Buddhism in citizen development within the VUCA era through key Buddhist
principles such as Slla (Morality), Samadhi (Concentration), and Panfiad (Wisdom), the Four
Paths to Success (Iddhipada), the Four Noble Truths (Ariyasacca), the Three Characteristics of
Existence (Tilakkhala), and the Four Divine Abidings (Brahmavihara). These teachings provide
mental stability, analytical thinking, adaptability to change, and harmonious social integration.
